We are a new club who will be catering for any enduro bike which is at least 25 years old, so this year’s event will be for all machines that are at least 25 years old, so that will be 1986 model year bikes and as far back as anyone has a running machine. Next year we will add the 1987 models, the year after 1988 etc.etc. There are NO restrictions on the bikes, so if you have a monoshock, or  watercooling, or disc brakes, as long as it was a standard feature of your model year we will accommodate you ( please note our machine examiner knows his bikes and you won’t sneak anything past him)

 

We want to encourage the use and preservation of all enduro bikes, not just the twinshocks and we feel that this is not yet being catered for in any other events in the UK.

  

 The classes will be in blocks of 5 years e.g. Evo, 1986.  1981 to 1985 will be A class, 1976 to 1980 will be B class, 1971 to 1975 is C and 1966 to 1970 is D. The last class E is for any machine Pre 65. Depending on entries we may sub-divide the classes into machine engine capacity 125,250 and open. 50cc and 80cc machines will be most welcome. 

  

This event is a true timecard Enduro and not a multi-lap Hare & Hounds. Anyone who is apprehensive of entering a time card event please ask for a set of instructions to be sent with your final instructions, it’s not difficult, just different! The course will consist of approximately 15 miles per lap of mixed forestry, woodland, moorland, grass and stubble fields. There will be a special test each lap near the start area but it will not be timed on your first lap.

 

 There will be 3 separate rider classes, Expert, Clubman A and Clubman B. Expert is for any rider who feels confident in his and his machines ability to run for 5 laps of the course, Clubman A for riders wishing to do 4 laps and Clubman B for any other riders who just want a gentle potter around for 3 laps. 

 

The Experts will most likely have some extra loops of more technical going and the Clubman will have the option to take the less arduous route. The clubman route will be capable of being ridden by your Granny on any Pre 65 bike, we do not want you to have a heart attack on our course, and we want you to enjoy yourselves. If as a clubman you feel the course is a little tame, please try the Expert route on your next lap. Every rider will receive a finisher’s award upon completion of their day’s ride. 

 

 Signing on and scrutineering will take place from 12 noon on Saturday the 24th September and will close at 6pm. All machines to be presented in a clean, mechanically sound condition. A head light must be fitted on the front but does NOT need to be working. NO LIGHT FITTED THEN NO RIDE. Tyres are optional, Trial, MX or Enduro pattern, the choice is yours. Machines DO NOT have to be road legal but they must have adequate silencing, no straight through exhausts please!

 

 There will be an ample camping area at the start for riders wishing to arrive on the Friday evening but only toilets available (no showers). There is a very good supply of proper campsites within a 5 mile radius and an ample supply of local B&B’s for you less hardy folk. We have a local company on site over the weekend providing refreshments at a very reasonable rate, a Hog Roast and Beer tent on the Saturday evening is being planned.
